· Seventy per cent of the grade will be based on evaluations conducted throughout the course (including tests, quizzes, dialogues, listening activities, interviews, writing and projects). This portion of the grade will reflect your most consistent level of achievement throughout the course. 

· Thirty per cent of the grade will be based on a final evaluation in the form of a summative task as outlined above.

Reporting on Learning Skills 

The provincial report card provides a record of the learning skills you demonstrated in this course under the following categories: Works Independently, Teamwork, Organization, Work Habits, and Initiative. Your performance in each of these skills will be reported separately except in cases where a specific learning skill is one of the expectations of the course.
